The Kenya Children Worldwide team like the rest of other children workers all of the Worldwide are facing unprecedented challenges in the wake of corona virus pandemic from late march 2020.  With numerous guidelines that restrict movements and association to contain the pandemic, it has been our desire and prayer that God give us creative ways to reach out children and their families with the gospel of Christ. We are grateful to all who have continued to pray with us, support our programs and even just encourage us as we navigate through these unchartered waters never seen in recent times. 
Pastor Michael has done marvellous job connecting with children all over the World through his online facebook page children services every Sunday. Each Sunday our children look forward to join Michael and family usually from 12 noon East African time. A few Sundays a bit disappointed when there hitches here and there because of problems associated with power failure, poor internet connectivity or other unavoidable technical problems. When Michael started it looked like it may not have much impact considering that most families in Kenya do not have access to good internet connectivity and a majority may not afford bundles for live online streaming. But we are amazed that such a small effort is touching and changing lives of children and their families in a huge way from the feedback we get live during service and complements from those who watch the program. Most children are hooked to the puppetry as Michael and his children tie it to the gospel in language that they can resonate with. Let us continue praying with Michael and family
Beside the online services, we are glad each of our board members is finding ways to reach out for children and families in their community. Godfrey and Cynthia from last Sunday have started one hour children outdoor service in our compound following the request from our neighbours who have to go to church but leave their children at home. Since they play together in the neighbourhood, they can have a safe service in the confines of our compound. It is awesome to see children in the neighbourhood once again able to hear the gospel of Jesus Christ under the new dispensation. Parents are excited with this arrangement making sure that their children come with face masks for the service. Pastor Francis is also doing a fantastic job reaching children through 5-8 minutes children services aired live every Sunday on a local One TV station. This program is sponsored by Kenya Assemblies of God Church. It comes before the main service on the same channel which takes about 30 minutes. Thankful to God for Everlyn, Mercy, Betty, Nathan and Caro as well, for the marvellous work discipling children in their communities. Reports of VBS, prayers, fasting, reaching out to families and children workers within the health guidelines to contain covid 19 is blessing many.
Village Bible studies of small groups that stay in the same community and family bible studies seem to be popular with the idea of staying home to control corona virus. As CWK we are distributing free children Bible study booklet to children workers and parents. We are been encouraging them to use these materials for daily bible studies at their homes and community. The materials are age appropriate for different ages; level one with lessons and lots of colouring exercises for toddlers. The booklets are tailored in such a way that they are appealing to the children and can help them understand the word of God with ease. We have also come up with a list of links of children ministers and each of the Board members have been assigned at most 30 to contact and find out how they are doing with aim of praying with them and encouraging them.
